	Membership and Subscription
Membership of the Club shall be open, and not unreasonably restricted on the grounds of sex, race or of political, religious or other opinions to any person in the area prepared to accept and support the objectives of the Club. No club member, participant, volunteer or official will receive less favourable treatment on the grounds of gender, marital status, social class, colour, race, ethnic origin, creed or disability, or will be disadvantaged by conditions or requirements which cannot be shown to be relevant to their participation in the Club.

All members to sign Codes of Conduct and Photography Consent Forms

In accepting membership a person agrees to abide in the constitution of the Club and the rulings of the Club Committee.

In the North West Kent League, all members may only play for Swanley Netball Club 

Annual membership fee to be set out at each AGM, with a reduced rate for those in Full-time education, in case of financial hardship members, parents,carers and guardians may apply for assistance as per the club’s Financial Hardship Policy.
Members to pay match fees to delegated team members before all midweek league matches.

All fees must be with the Club Treasurer by the 31st July.

All squad members will be expected to act as a scorer for North West Kent League fixtures 

Members may resign from membership at any time by giving notice to the Club Secretary.
Membership may be terminated in the event that a player, Parent/Carer/Guardian breaches the Code of Conducts, or if a player is absent for three consecutive weeks without notifying the club, and if there is consistent non-payment of money owed to the club.

	Annual General Meeting (AGM)
The AGM will be held on a date set by the committee.

Twenty Eight days notice shall be given to members.

Members of the Club are expected to attend and have one vote each, the majority decision is carried, in the case of a split vote; the Chairperson has the deciding vote.
The committee shall be elected annually at the AGM.

An Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM) shall be called by an application in writing to the Secretary signed by not less than 15 members. The Executive Committee shall have the power to call an EGM by decision of a simple majority of its members. The EGM should be held within 21 days of receipt of a valid requisition.

	Committee
The Club shall be governed by a committee of officers, Team Captains, and Club Coach(es).

The officers of the Club shall consist of the Chairperson, Secretary, Treasurer, Safeguarding Officer, Junior Representative, Volunteer Co-ordinator, Social/Fund-raising Secretary and Umpiring Secretary to be elected at the AGM.

Any casual vacancy occurring may be filled by the committee officers.
The Chairperson, Secretary, Treasurer, Safeguarding Officer and Coach(es) will be responsible for; disciplinary hearings of members who infringe the club rules, taking any action of suspension or discipline following such hearings.
The Committee shall be convened by the Secretary and shall meet as required but not less than 4 times a year.

Should a member of the committee have a conflict of interest regarding a topic under discussion, they must make their excuses and leave the meeting. Failing to leave would result in disciplinary

	Finance

	Selection of Teams

Open trials will be held each year, with all trialist paying an entry fee.

Trials will be held on a Saturday after the end of the winter league 

The date to be advised as soon as possible by the committee.

Each team will be made up of squads in compliance with England Netball Rules and Regulations.

Squads may be changed after the trials but before the season starts by the Club Coach(es) only.

Captains to be selected annually after trials by the head Coach

Captains and Coach(es) are responsible for getting a full team out, and Captains to ensure their team’s designated scorer is present at North West Kent League games.

When the Coach(es) is present at a game/match her word is final in the picking and replacing of team members within each team as she sees fit. In her absence the Captain takes the full responsibility.

Captains or delegated player to give written match report to the Club Coach(es) after every league game.

	Selectors

The Club Coach(es), may be assisted by independent selectors (to be commissioned by the committee) to select the squads. In the event of the selectors being unable to agree, the committee will be consulted.

	Property and Staff

Responsibility for all property owned by the Club and for the employment of any paid staff and volunteers rests with the Committee.
The club and coach(es) agree to give each other a season’s notice should they wish to terminate coaching agreement. A season is defined as September to May.

	Discipline and Appeals

The Committee shall have the power to take disciplinary action against any member and shall have the authority to terminate the membership of any member guilty of conduct deemed to be a detriment to the Club.

There shall be the right of appeal to the Executive Committee, against any decision made by an officer of the Club, which must be received in writing by the secretary within 7 days of the committee’s decision.

The appeal shall normally be considered within 14 days of it being received by the Secretary

	Dissolution Procedures

	Review of the Constitution and Rules
